The Guru Gobind Singh Martial Art Museum is situated near the famous pilgrimage Kapal Mochan, Yamunanagar. Kapal Mochan
is considered to be holy as it is believed that Guru Nanak Dev and Guru Gobind Singh had visited the place. Kapal Mochan tank
is a holy place, and towards the east is Gurudwara dedicated to Guru Gobind Singh. A stone slab probably a lower part of some
sculpture bearing an inscription in Brahmi is lying at the gurudwara. The inscription can be assigned to 7 -8th century A.D. On
August 15, 2000 the foundation stone of Guru Gobind Singh Martial Art Museum at Kapal Mochan, Yamunanagar was placed.

The district administration had handed over the museum to the State Archaeology Department in June 2011.
